Students 
should start young and not wait until their senior year to try and pad their resume’.   
 
Seniors 
Parents of seniors, if your child is remotely thinking about going to college next year, you need to get the FAFSA 
completed as soon as possible. Also, remind your kids to check for any new scholarship opportunities. Only 4 
months remain until graduation! 
 
*FAFSA:  Any student applying for federal aid (or aid in general) must complete the FAFSA. 
The Office of Federal Student Aid has also created a video/DVD that may be obtained by 
calling (800) 394-7084. The video includes information for both students and parents.  
FAFSA also has an easily navigated Web site (fafsa.ed.gov) where families can register for a 
PIN (the password is necessary for applying online) and find out everything they need to 
know about the form.   
 
Many colleges have priority dates in February and March but no firm deadline for applying for financial aid.  Urge 
students to apply by the priority date.  This is the date by which the college needs the application in order to 
award the most attractive aid package.  After this date, funds may be limited or depleted, and students may not 
get as much aid as they need.

They got married and now have two beautiful children, Mesa (8), and 
Mylie (5). Matt and Kelsey live in Adrian and love the community. Mesa loves horses, just like her dad, and 
Miley just loves to play.

Matt started training horses at the young age of six years old. His horse knowledge and expertise eventually 
led to a career as a professional horse trainer.

He started pulling on the reigns for the horse to stop and the horse did what he said, 
but as he continued to pull on the reigns, the bit hit funny in the horses mouth and the horse threw his head 
back. The horse started to flip backwards onto Matt. The horses hind end pinned Matt's leg so he was trapped 
and the horse was still falling backwards. The horse busted his femur, broke his pelvis in three places, and the 
saddle horn went completely through Matt's rib cage. Matt stated, "the horn went completely through my body-
-all the way to the ground." The horse then rolled away from Matt but his rib cage was still hooked on the sad-
dle horn. As the horse stood up it took a stride or two before his rib cage came free, allowing Matt to fall to the 
ground. As he landed on the ground his leg was broken and it had swung over his right leg so far that he had 
to turn his head to look down his right shoulder to see his left foot. He grabbed his foot and threw his broken 
leg back over his right leg to the position where it generally should have been. Matt immediately began calling 
for help. Luckily, his hired hand, Shane, heard his pleas, and contacted emergency services. Shane tended to 
Matt until the ambulance arrived. Matt was transported by Life Flight to St. Alphonsus Regional Medical Center 
in Boise, Idaho. The next two weeks went by in a blur for the Zimmerman family. After numerous surgeries, 
Matt was eventually removed from ICU (Intensive Care Unit) to a recovery room and allowed visitors. He was 
grateful for the number of people who stopped by the hospital to visit him. Amazingly, Matt was released to go 
home four days after being released from the ICU. Matt’s biggest challenge right now is getting back to full 
health. 
 
“This accident not only helped me but it also helped other people step back and realized how fragile life can 
be.” 
 
Matt’s family has grown ever stronger after this event. They have a little saying sitting in their window; “Enjoy 
the little things in life because for someday you will realize they were the big things.” 
 
Matt prides himself on improving his life, business, and horsemanship by always learning. He has found where 
knowledge ends frustration begins. With this approach, he has made some interesting connections between 
horses and people. 
 
His advice for parents, all kids are different. There is not a cookie cutter mold for raising children. 
  
Students set goals and follow your dreams. Do not short change yourself and go to college and be successful 
at whatever you plan to do in life. 
  
Teachers try to find the good in all. When working with a bad horse it can be tough to find good in them but 
once they do good you need to praise them, and when they do bad make the wrong choice difficult and the 
right choice easy. 
  
Five months after this accident Matt has found new goals. He wants to continue what he is doing and get bet-
ter at learning and master the art of helping others. 
 
I think that we all can learn from this accident and take a lot from it. We are not all invincible and life is very 
fragile. We as a community are so pleased that Matt is okay and is doing great. Keep it up Matt we all love 
you.
